Process for referrals to MD providers for children with mental health needs
(9-8-5)
1. Determine need. 
Use the attached School Mental/Behavioral Health Screen (SM/BHS) screening form, or by conversation with caretaker.

In outlying parishes, please contact your social work provider from CAHSD (list attached) or other person as your system determines. 

2. The physicians request that prior to referral you collect the information noted on School to Physician MH intake form. 

(See attached School to Physician MH intake form)
Also copy the screening form for the MD if you have one. 

If they have any documentation of workup, tell them to bring it with them to the MD visit.

3. If the child is suicidal or acutely ill with a severe psychiatric condition, refer to CAHSD Pediatric Psychiatry. 225-922-0445. 
4. Refer to a primary care physician (pediatrician or family physician) if the child is stabile on their medications, needs refills, or has a disorder that is less severely disabling (ADHD, non suicidal depression, anxiety, disruptive behavioral disorder). 

See attached list of primary care physicians. Give the patient their choice but not all providers accept Medicaid/LaChip. 
If the patient has no insurance, Earl K Long Pediatrics will see them. They also accept insured patients. The wait is short for primary care.
